1.  FEES DO NOT INCLUDE CUSTODIAL CHARGES. Custodial fees are as follows: $40.00
for up to 4 hours and $10. 00 / hour every hour thereafter. Fees should be paid directly
to the custodian.

2. FUMC HOSTESS is available for consultation and assistance, her fee will depend on the amount
of assistance needed, based on an hourly rate of $10.00 / hour. Fees are to be paid directly to the
Hostess. Non-members should use hostess services while in the church outside of regular business
hours or have a church member present.

3. PIANIST (or professional organist): make arrangements with & pay the individual directly.

4., FUMC SOUND TECHNICIAN ($30-$50 suggested) make arrangements & pay directly.

5. The amount of gift to the minister you have chosen to conduct your wedding service and
consecrate your marriage with God’s blessing is entirely your decision. This gift is
customarily enclosed in an envelope and handed to the minister by the Best Man.

6. The above fees are for the use during a period of four hours or less. Any additional usage
must be negotiated. Rooms are rented as is. No additional tables or chairs will be provided
other than the amount that is in the room at time of rental. Any additional furnishings
needed must be obtained by the individual hosting the event.
